If you judge it is unsafe to exit from your kart, stay seated and raise both hdhds i
air.

Slow down and drive with caution when a yellow flag is displayed. Always
acknowledge a flag when it is shown.

Do not remove your helmet once you have entered the circuit.

Do not stop on the circuit to make adjustments to your kart during a practice sessidj.
The breakdown lane is provided at the entrance of the in-grid for mid session
changes.

Do not engage in a “lively” discussion about an incident that may have occurred o
the circuit between drivers.
